MANDATORY APPLICATION FOR LEASING PERMIT

Please note that homes can be leased within the Asbury Park subdivision, however, prior to leasing, an owner must be issued a “leasing permit” or a “hardship leasing permit,” as set forth within the Declaration of Covenants, Restrictions and Easements for Asbury Park Subdivision (the “Declaration”), which is recorded in Deed Book 43580, Page 269, et seq. of the Fulton County, Georgia land records. 
As background, the Declaration is binding upon the lots and lot owners of the Asbury Park subdivision.  Paragraph 12 of the Declaration addresses the leasing of lots within the community.  Paragraph 12 mandates that the leasing of units be prohibited unless the owner has been granted a leasing permit or a hardship leasing permit from the Association’s Board of Directors.  A leasing permit can only be issued if less than twenty-five percent (25%) of the total number of lots are currently being leased.  A hardship leasing permit will only be issued to those owners who have applied via written application to the Board and have demonstrated, in the Board’s discretion, that the inability to lease their lot would result in undue hardship.  Said approved lots may then only be leased for such duration as the Board reasonably determines is necessary to prevent undue hardship.  The purpose of the leasing restrictions is to protect the equity of the individual property owners and to carry out the purpose for which the community was formed by preserving the character of the community as a homogenous residential community of predominantly owner-occupied homes.  
Homeowners shall apply for a Leasing Permit using this form:

1. All applications for a Leasing Permit and leases shall be in writing on this form.

2. All lease applications must be complete in its entirety when submitted to the Board of Directors for Asbury Park Homeowners Association, Inc.

3. At least seven (7) days prior to entering into the lease of a Lot, the Owner shall provide the Board of Directors with a copy of the proposed lease, the name, address, and home and business telephone numbers of the proposed lessee and the names of all other people occupying the Lot, the Owner's address other than at the Lot, and such other information as the Board may reasonably require.

4. Within seven (7) days after executing an approved lease agreement, the Owner must submit a copy of the executed lease agreement and the name(s) of the Tenant(s) to the Board.

5. If Owner fails to lease his or her Lot for 90 consecutive days after the issuance of a leasing permit, then Owner’s leasing permit shall automatically terminate and expire.

6. Owner’s Leasing Permit shall not be transferable to any other owner or Lot.

7. Owner understands that a Leasing Permit will be issued only if less than twenty-five percent (25%) of the lots within the Asbury Park Subdivision have been issued leasing permits. 

Any lease of a Lot in the Community shall be deemed to contain the provisions set forth within Paragraph 12 of the Declaration, whether or not expressly therein stated, and each Owner covenants and agrees that any lease of a Lot shall contain the language of Paragraph 12 of the Declaration and agrees that if such language is not expressly contained therein, then such language shall be incorporated into a lease by existence of the covenants on the Lot.

Please note: If your Application is denied, and you believe that your circumstances warrant, you may request a Hardship Leasing Permit by submitting a Hardship Leasing Permit Application and all relevant documentation to evidence or demonstrate your undue hardship.
